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ABSTRACT

Drawing on an ethnographic perspective has allowed us to view and understand the situated co-constructed nature of classroom life and other learning settings as cultures-in-the-making. Complementing this theoretical lens is one of critical discourse analysis and literary theory which allows us to pay close attention to the roles that languages play in the social-construction of daily life in learning settings. The use of video recording has allowed us to see, re-see, time and again the lived discursive stories of situated life in these learning settings, but often times managing the video records and 
retrieving them has been daunting.

This session will introduce participants to ethnographic classroom-based research highlighting the situated nature of students developing scientific academic identities by interacting with and learning from the lived experiences the renown American Geologist, Tom Dibblee.  How are the classroom walls permeable to allow transcultural discursive exchanges in learning across interacting spaces as cultural landscapes? What is the role of language within and across these cultural landscapes? Who has access to learning? Who benefits? Participants will explore through Stanford University's DIVER digital environment an existing corpus of video record containing an interview between 10 year-old students and 92 year-old Tom Dibblee.
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
